Board of Supervisors on December 27, 1940.  Its boundaries are the same as those of Seneca

resources both existing and potential; to discourage land use practices that are detrimental 
to the environment; and to develop and carry out preventive and creative programs aimed 
at conserving and enhancing the natural resource base of the County and the State.  The 
Seneca County Soil and Water Conservation District is an action agency.  It has the power to 
plan as well as to implement the physical work on both public and private lands.
